"By granting ex-offenders the opportunity to participate in the democratic process, we restore their ability 

to be gainfully employed, as well as their dignity." 

Under the rule, the civil rights of ex-offenders who have committed less severe crimes, and meet the fol-

lowing requirements, would qualify for approval without a hearing: 

The rule also provides for clemency board review and approval of certain offenders who have committed 

severe crimes by means of a Preliminary Review List, without the need for a full hearing. 

A certificate will be mailed to individuals who meet the criteria for automatic approval for restoration of 

civil rights.  Individuals who are not eligible for automatic approval may continue to apply for restoration 

by contacting the Office of Executive Clemency.
