U.S. Rep. Gus M. 

Bilirakis (R-Fla.), 

member of the 

House Committee 

on Homeland Security and the 

Subcommittee on Border, Mari-

time and Global Counterterror-

ism, signed a discharge petition 

Tuesday for the immediate con-

sideration of H.R. 4088, the Se-

cure America Through Verifica-

tion and Enforcement (SAVE) 

Act of 2007.  

 

The SAVE Act includes several 

border security and immigration 

enforcement initiatives as well as 

a more streamlined process to 

verify employee eligibility. This 

bill has received wide bipartisan 

support and currently has 141 

cosponsors, including Congress-

man Bilirakis.  

 

If the discharge petition obtains 

the necessary 218 signatures, a 

majority of House members, it 

would force a floor debate on the 

SAVE Act. Bilirakis signed the 

petition because he believes that 

the Congress must act immedi-

ately to strengthen border secu-

rity and stop the flow of illegal 

aliens, criminals, and potential 

terrorists across our border.
