ï U.S. Rep. Gus M. Bilirakis (R

-Fla.) has co-sponsored legisla-

tion that would place a tempo-

rary moratorium on several 

Medicaid regulations that, ac-

cording to the Congressional 

Budget Office, would result in 

nearly $20 billion in cuts in 

federal funding to the program 

over the next five years.  

 

The Protecting the Medicaid 

Safety Net Act of 2008 (H.R. 

5613) extends until April 1, 

2009, moratoria on seven Ad-

ministration-imposed regula-

tions that would shift large cost 

burdens on to cash-strapped 

state and local budgets, and 

could ultimately result in a sig-

nificant scaling back of Medi-

caid services.  

 

Despite a veto threat from the 

President, Congressman 

Bilirakis believes that both 

Congress and the President 

need to find a solution that does 

not affect states budgets or the 

Medicaid program so severely. 

Bilirakis is especially con-

cerned about regulations that 

would prevent reimbursement 

for services provided for trans-

porting Medicaid-eligible chil-

dren to schools and limit reim-
